	4. New Business –
a) Logo Contest - There have been two submissions thus far.  The winner will receive two passes at Bear Mountain and a Pin High shirt.  Judging will be carried out by the Executive during a future meeting tbd. 
b) International Pairs – This is a world wide competition.  The winner gets a paid trip to St. Andrews in Scotland where the world champion is determined.   Canada’s championship is being held at Crown Isle this year.  It is a handicap event up to a 24.  OV would like to run a local competition for their members including our Assoc.  The cost is $35 plus green fee and the winner will have a paid trip to Crown Isle to compete in the Canadian Championship. 
c) Assoc Mbrship update – It is the members’ responsibility to provide appropriate proof of 20 yrs service.  It will be vetted by the Dir of Ord Membership at which time if necessary, the membership will be revoked and the applicant refunded. 
d)  Highland Pacific – The president met with Doug Hastie, Dir of Golf.  They are      very interested in the partnership with us.  We have started off much the same as we are with Bear Mtn.  Once they have 18 holes open we will further pursue the corporate membership.  The rates are about 30% less than that of the general public.  We are also getting a 15% discount on carts.  We can also book 10 days in advance and guests are allowed to play on passes.  We are off to a very good relationship with the club and hopefully we will continue to build on this.
e)  CFPSA Grant Study – Pres will soon have a meeting with the BAdmO, PSP Mgr to get the process going.  The aim is to conduct a study to determine what a defence team member pays on average for a round of golf across Canada where there are CF Golf Courses.  If this average is more than what we at the CFBEGA pay, seek an annual grant to inject into our budget to subsidize what we pay.    

f)   AGM Invoice concern – Originally we were told the cost was $367.  It is now $442 as they have not taken off the surcharge.  The pres will address.

g)  443 Sqn Passes – Dir of Ord Mbrs has spoken with the new pass rep for 443 Sqn and he is having difficulty in dealing with the kiosk with regards to getting passes and the process in reconciling money with ticket sales.  The secretary will speak with Alison and Dave Lovitt to resolve.
