Vice President
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News Items

· Owing to numerous factors, not the least of which are cost and the risk associated with a project of its size, it has been determined that the Pacific Fleet Golf Course project will not proceed at this time.  The Canadian Forces Personnel Support Agency and BComd however, remain supportive of other strategies to ensure that continued access to affordable golf remains available to the defence team into the future.  The CFBEGA Exec will work with PSP to explore other options.

· The Colwood Driving Range project has also taken a change of course and with the construction of the nearby Driving Range at Highlands Pacific, not far from the Victoria Hospital, will now be pursued as a sports field.  That said, we have recently forged a partnership with Highlands Pacific and our kiosk will be selling passes for range balls (buy a large, get a medium free) - named amongst the top 100 in North America, with a target start date of 1 Apr 08. They plan on opening their first 9 holes this summer and we will be discussing possibilities with them.
· Members may now book and pay for passes on the phone by giving their credit card number at the time of booking. The kiosk will give you your pass numbers, enabling booking at Olympic View and Arbutus Ridge without making a trip to the kiosk just to get the numbers.

· We had a bit of trouble getting our pass refund policy up and running but we think the bugs are gone. If you have valid passes (less than a year old, not maxed out on re-stamps) then you may exchange for current passes or receive a cash refund or a combination of both. Staff at the kiosk have been briefed of the policy and should now be able to provide any necessary exchanges or refunds.
· Our Vice President is exploring the possibility of member nights regularly throughout our season. Look for a survey arriving in your email inbox or complete on our website and return to him to state your wishes. Results will aid him in proceeding.

· Due to a number of factors, last years revenues were down significantly for the CFBEGA. In anticipation of another year of lower than usual revenues (4 ships deployed all summer), the membership agreed that we must be proactive and make up some ground.  To this end, prices for at least this year have seen an increase. Most golf courses are increasing their green fees, so our Association rates still represent an exceptional value to our members. Our course green fees  for 2008 are updated on the website as are annual memberships. For our handicappers, membership in the BCGA has remained the same at $15, with your Association picking up the additional $9 for a total of $24 per member.

· Another cost saving measure has been to return to 2 tournaments this year instead of our usual 3. Rather than compromising the quality of our tournament experience, or the meals or the prizes, we will keep the same high standards at both tournaments. 
· Our first tournament is at Cowichan this year. See info on our website. It is selling out fast so do not delay.
· Our tournaments are open to members only. Memberships for 2008 are now on sale at the kiosk. You must join before signing up for our first tournament.
· I maintain our website at www.cfbega.ca. You should find answers to all your questions there. If not, then email your appropriate director (ordinary, regular) and they will deal with your issue.
· I also distribute items to an email list. I have just finished importing and generating a list finally that reflects our total membership. If you have not rec’d an email from me by now, then you are not on it. If you wish to be, send an email to: colin.harris@shaw.ca
