To book passes and general information, please call 363-5677.

During the past year we also increased our yearly golf memberships at Glen Meadows from six to eight passes per day; purchased four new yearly golf memberships at the Ardmore Golf Course (a course that is proving to be very popular); provided a designated computer at the Naden Athletic Centre (NAC) kiosk so that members can access the BCGA handicap program (our virtual Clubhouse); obtained our very own “trophy case” to showcase our CFBEGA tournament trophies (also located in the NAC); and, have expanded our Gorge Vale yearly memberships from four to six golf passes, now available to our regular force members and their immediate family (this includes extending the golf pass privilege to  include spouses and children of “regular force” members and allowing them to bring guests and pay the member’s guest rate) with the extended privilege of being included in their ‘draw’ system.
